MEMORANDUM
on cooperation between the A. Seleznev Almaty Choreographic School and the
Alliance Francaise Almaty (AF Almaty)

Almaty city " 40" March 2021

RSTE A.Seleznev Almaty Choreographic School, represented by its director
Daulet Kurmangalievich Dosbatyrov, and the Alliance Frangaise Almaty (AF
Almaty), represented by Executive Director Vivien Fouquet, hereinafter collectively
referred to as the "Parties", based on the principles of mutual respect for rights and
interests, with In order to develop the fundamental principles and directions of
cooperation in the field of choreographic art, we concluded this Memorandum
(hereinafter - the Memorandum) on the following:

1. Subject of the Memorandum
1.1. The subject of this Memorandum is the restoration of the creative community
between the Parties, partnerships for the development of choreographic education in
the field of modern choreography.
1.2. Acquaintance and exchange of professional experience, methods of teaching
classical dance, popularization of Kazakh dance in educational choreographic
institutions in France.
1.3. The implementation of this Memorandum is carried out by the Parties in
accordance with the current legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
1.4. Strict observance by the Parties of the terms of the Memorandum, respect for
each other's interests, strengthening of diversified mutual relations.
1.5. The parties cooperate on a mutually beneficial basis in order to impart long-term
and constructive cooperation to the cooperation.
1.6. The parties do not exclude the development of other types of cooperation that
may arise in the future.

2. Areas of cooperation

2.1. To achieve, develop and strengthen friendly relations in the field of ballet art, the
Parties define the following areas of mutual cooperation:
2.1.1. Providing assistance in the quality of teaching the French language by the
students of the School;
2.1.2. The possibility of an internship in order to improve the qualifications of the
teaching staff and the best students of the School in the framework of classical and
modern choreography.
2.1.3. The development of classical dance and modern choreography through joint
events (festivals, competitions, language olympiads, master classes, etc.) for students
and the teaching staff of the School.

2.1.4. Assisting in the search for specialists in the choreographic arts and education
of France to train students.

2.1.5. Participation of French students in the international competition of
choreographic educational institutions "Orleu".

3. Forms of cooperation

4.2. The parties are not entitled to demand from each other any payment in the
framework of cooperation under this Memorandum.

3. Obligations of the Parties
5.1. The parties are obliged:

5.1.1. Comply with the provisions of the Memorandum and Jointly adopted (agreed)
decisions;

5.1.2. Maintain confidentiality in relation to the received information during
the execution of the Memorandum and not transfer it to third parties without the
written consent of the other Party; '

5.1.3. Promote effective and mutually beneficial cooperation between the
Parties.

5.1.4. The parties under no circumstances are responsible for the content of
information and analytical materials of the partner.

5.1.5. The parties must in good faith agree on all unresolved issues that may
arise during the implementation of cooperation under the Memorandum.

6. Duration of the Memorandum
6.1. This Memorandum comes into force from the moment it is signed by the Parties
and is valid for 5 years.
6.2. The Memorandum can be extended / terminated by mutual written agreement of
the Parties.

7. Other conditions
7.1 All additions and changes to this Memorandum are made in writing and must be
signed by the Parties.
7.2. This Memorandum may be terminated by either party by written notice one
month prior to the intended date of termination.
7.3. This memorandum does not have the force of a contract or preliminary contract
and does not create any legal and financial obligations for the Parties.
7.4. This Memorandum is drawn up in two languages (Russian and English) in two
copies having equal legal force, one original copy for each of the Parties.
